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JEFFREY WYNN DAVIES, ARCM LTCL Cert.Ed
Having trained as a singer with Lyndon Vanderpump in Cambridge, and Ellis Keeler at the Royal Northern College of Music, Jeffrey Wynn Davies spent some time as an oratorio soloist and recitalist before deciding on a career in music education. He taught music in high schools, and then spent a number of years as a local education authority music adviser in Greater Manchester, establishing and developing music centres, youth orchestras and choirs. 

For many years he has worked extensively as a choral conductor and trainer. His national reputation in this field includes the winning of the BBC Sainsbury’s Choir of the Year title with his chamber choir Canzonetta. He founded the Manchester Chorale for BBC Radio Manchester, and, between 2001 and 2007, directed the internationally renowned Manchester Boys Choir. He also conducted Harrogate Choral Society between 1991 and 2005, and in September 2007 was instrumental in founding Canzonetta Children’s Choirs. He is Artistic Director of the Cranleigh Choral Week, where his 250 strong South of England Festival Chorus meets annually each summer to perform major works in southern Cathedral venues.

He has been involved in workshops for all of the major British choral organizations, and has directed seven choral festivals for the BBC. As well as being a consistently busy British Federation of Festivals general music adjudicator, he has sat on the judging panel at many international choral competitions throughout Europe, including Prague, Verona, and Malta. 

He has served on a number of national bodies, including the BBC Central Music Advisory Committee and the council of the Association of British Choral Directors, for whose annual Convention he has twice been Artistic Director. 

STRINGS

KAY TUCKER, AGSM ARCM LTCL PGCE PGCA
Kay Tucker was born in Sheffield, Yorkshire and began studies on the cello at the age of 12, continuing studies at the Guildhall School of Music and Drama.
She combines teaching with performing in a piano trio & string quartet and is in much demand as an Adjudicator throughout the UK, having worked at well over 100 festivals including the National Festival of Music for Youth. 

Her teaching experience has covered all age ranges and abilities and her particular passion for teaching beginners led her to develop an early years cello & general musicianship system, ‘Cellobabies’ which along, with a version for violin and viola, is rapidly attracting support & interest throughout the UK and abroad. ‘Stringbabies’ (the umbrella name for this approach) is now being delivered in Surrey Arts music service and also in the Musicworks programme at the Royal Conservatoire of Scotland (formerly the Royal Scottish Academy of Music & Drama). This relatively new work has led to Kay being invited to give seminars and training to teachers all over the UK.

Over recent years, Kay has worked as a consultant to Trinity Guildhall, having selected and co-selected repertoire for graded exams and diplomas.

Kay became an Adjudicator Member of the British and International Federation of Festivals in 1997 and undertook the Post-graduate Certificate in Adjudication in 1999/2000.

Michael is an 'Honours' Graduate of the Northern School of Music, Manchester, and has a Clarinet Diploma from the Trinity College of Music London.  The Diploma in Education was gained at Leeds University.  He continued post graduate studies in London with 'Jack Brymer' and at the Paris Conservatoire with 'Guy Deplus'.  Further studies include an MA in the Psychology of Performance in Music which is ongoing.  He played professionally with the BBC Northern Symphony Orchestra, the Halle Orchestra, the English Philharmonic Orchestra and the Manchester Camerata.  Playing experience also encompassed jazz, sessions with Joe Loss, shows and cabaret.  He was also band leader and worked in radio and television.

Michael was a member of both the National Executive Committee of the 'Clarinet and Saxophone Society of Great Britain' and a committee member of the 'Incorporated Society of Musicians'.

In 1997, he joined the 'Guildhall School of Music Examination Service' as an examiner, and was subsequently appointed to the position of Principal Examiner of Woodwind.   In January 2003 he joined the 'Trinity College London' as an examiner and presenter whilst continuing his membership on the Guildhall panel.  In 2004 was appointed to the Rockschool panel of examiners, where he was engaged in the conduct of examinations and promotional work.

He has travelled to the following countries as an examiner, performer, adjudicator, and presenter:-  New Zealand - South Africa - Jordon - Lebanon - USA - Canada - Cyprus – Portugal - Spain - Ireland - Thailand - Malaysia - Hong Kong - India - Sri Lanka - West Indies - Maldives - Nagaland (North India) - Singapore - and the United Kingdom

Michael is an adjudicator for the British and International Federation of Festivals.  He is a consultant to Trinity Guildhall Examination Board for the development of their Woodwind Syllabus.  His recent appointment to the Professional Development panel of the Associated Board of the Royal Schools of Music and appointment as Professor of Clarinet for the Royal Air Force reflects his determination to remain in the forefront of music education and assessment.  March 2011 Michael was elected to serve as Vice-Chairman to the Adjudicators Council of the 'British and International Federation of Festivals for Music Dance and Speech'.

Professionals may compete in concerted items if they are bona fide practising members of the ensemble.  A “Professional” is defined as a person who earns the major portion of his or her total income from the branch of the Art for which he or she is competing.

5.
No competitor shall perform more than once in the same class, except in: 
      a. Brass and Woodwind Solo Classes and

b. Instrumental Ensemble classes,


when performing on alternative instruments.

6.
The order of competitors in the programme will be arranged by ballot but the Committee reserves the right to alter the order if necessary.

7.
Entry forms must be sent to the Entries Secretary on or before the specified date.  

8.
Competitors may attend free only the session at which they compete.

9.
A timetable will be sent to each competitor at least a week before the Festival.  Competitors are asked to arrive 10 minutes before their class commences.  Alternative times cannot be considered.
10. Accompanists are not provided by the Festival and competitors are asked to make their own arrangements.

11.
All communications addressed to the Hon. Secretary must have a stamped addressed envelope for reply.

12.
Entries may be submitted from any area.

13.
If in any one class the entries are too numerous for adjudication on the day of the Festival, the committee reserves the right to hold a preliminary contest.

14.
In Own Choice classes, consideration will be given for suitability of choice.  Competitors are advised not to repeat their choice of the previous year.

15.
No photography or filming of any kind is allowed at the Festival or Final Concert.

16.
Any criticism must be made in writing to the Hon. Secretary (see Rule 11).
17.
Where there is an age limit, ages must be reckoned as at 1st September of the year preceding the Festival.
18.
In School Choir and Junior Choir classes, conductors must not sing with their choirs.

19.
Responsibility for the engraving of the trophies rests with the winning competitor.  Each trophy must be returned not less than one month before the following Festival. 
20.
Trophies to be awarded at the adjudicator’s discretion.

21.
Entry fees include adjudicator’s remark sheets and a certificate.
